Tonight we are proud to report that the vote in the House of Commons on the motion to kill private members Bill C-391, an Act to amend the Criminal Code and the Firearms Act (Repeal of the Long-Gun Registry), was successful.  The Bill will not proceed to 3rd reading. On behalf of all our members who have worked hard to make this outcome a reality, we thank you.  
We applaud the police boards and commissions from coast to coast who took a public stance on September 15, 2010 in support of the long gun registry alongside their police chiefs, associations and community organizations.  This National Day of Action that CAPB orchestrated helped educate the public on reasons why the national long gun registry is an important and cost-effective public safety tool and possibly convinced some of your federal political representatives that Bill C-391, the private member’s bill to repeal the registry, should not pass.

Canadian gun laws save lives.  The Canadian Association of Police Boards is proud of Canada’s international reputation as a country with effective gun control legislation.  The point is all firearms are potentially lethal and gun control is a necessary part of an integrated strategy to address violence.  Like innumerable other laws, regulations and practices that Canadians readily accept, the gun registry provides a reasonable balance between the exercise of an individual privilege and the broader right of the society to be safe.
